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Abstract

The Security Council adopted resolution 1325 (2000) on women, peace and
security, which address the impact of armed conflict on women, the role of women in
peace processes and also raised the concerns of grass-roots movements of women
committed to preventing and solving conflicts, and bringing peace, security and sustainable
development to their communities. Women peacekeepers including servicewomen can
improve overall peacekeeping performance, leading to greater operational effectiveness
and performance. Royal Thai Armed Forces Servicewomen can also support and participate
on Women Peace and Security Agenda through peacekeeping operations activities. Therefore,
capacity building of Thai Servicewomen is the best strategy to promote Women Peace and

Security Agenda and also country esteem to the global stage.
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
