The security issue along
the Mekong River border is important, it is becoming more complex and encompassing
all dimensions of society, including military, economic, social, cultural, and
environmental. This research study is a specific study on the part of the Royal Thai
Navy with two objectives: 1) to study the problems of security management processes
along the Mekong River border, 2) to study ways to develop and improve the security
management process. Stable along the Mekong River border in responsibility of the
Royal Thai Navy.

The Royal Thai Navy should arrange agencies in the area to participate in
various activities, both public and private sectors, in order to increase efficiency for

agencies and personnel. due to building relations with neighboring countries and must
