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This research aims to study the integration The Royal Thai Armed Forces’
Intelligence System including its problems and challenges. Possible approaches to the
intelligence system of The Royal Thai Armed Forces’ are also suggested for further
improvement.

Qualitative method was employed in this research. The methods included
documentary research and in-depth interview from the experts in the field with the
focus on the integration of the intelligence system in the Royal Thai Armed Forces.

The results revealed that the intelligence system in the Royal Thai Armed
Forces was conducted and operated independently in its own units and divisions. This
independent working approach was found to be unsuitable for the security in the
current situation. Comprehensive security is required in order to handle new ways of
threats - hybrid threat, in particular. It is, therefore, strongly suggested that
improvements should be carried out in the integration of the Royal Thai Armed Forces’
Intelligence System. Suggested areas of improvements are personnel management and
operation system, technological tool and equipment, and budget.

In addition, further approaches to the integration of the Royal Thai Armed
Forces’ Intelligence System are recommended. The integration should highly place the
importance on the collection and analysis of the intelligence. Since the Directorate of
Joint Intellicence is the center of intellicence of the Royal Thai Armed Forces,
collaboration with other communities of intelligence outside to gather more in-depth

information and intelligence should be made with the support from the Directorate of



Joint Intelligence. Moreover, an awareness of the importance of the Intelligence
personnel at all levels should be raised and recognized. Furthermore, all personnel
should be encouraged and supported to reach their full potential of their capability.
This will also lead to higher efficiency in the integration of the Royal Thai Armed

Forces’ Intelligence System.
